2. Governance and Mainstreaming DRR,
almost the same as pre-zero draft proposing “Strengthening governance to manage disaster risk”
3. Prevention and Mitigation,
Investing in disaster prevention and mitigation for sustainable development

4. Preparedness,
Preparing for effective response

5. Build Back Better,
Recovery and Reconstruction for a resilient society
