Linking the post-2015 framework for disaster risk reduction with the post-2015 development agenda
1. Introduction

The DRR/DRM
 community has a strategic interest to properly link the post-2015 framework for disaster risk reduction with the post-2015 development / SDG
 process. The aim is to ensure that the DRR/DRM agenda is firmly embedded in the sustainable development agenda. Efforts have been ongoing to advocate for the inclusion of DRR/DRM targets in the key goals such as poverty reduction and water. Not enough thought and effort have been put into a comprehensive and horizontal inclusion of DRR/DRM in the SDGs and general reference to HFA2

2. Proposal

Based on many discussions with DRR/DRM experts, the logical place for a general reference to DRR/DRM in the revised zero draft of the OWG on SDGs
  (as of 30 June 2014) is the proposed 
goal 17 “Strengthen and enhance the means of implementation and global partnership for sustainable development” (MoI). Therefore, OWG delegations should ensure that a target is added to the proposed goal 17 along the following lines: 
Policy and institutional coherence

17.11 bis 
in line with the global framework for disaster risk reduction (adopted in 2015 in Sendai) develop and implement holistic risk management approaches and promote incentives and opportunities for risk sensitive investments, including from government, business and households.

3. Why a reference to DRM in MoI?

· Disaster risk management is a cross-cutting, multi-sectorial issue, which demands a holistic approach. 

· It is not an end in itself, but a means to prevent new risks, reduce existing risks and strengthen the capacity of societies and economies to cope with disaster risks.

· DRM helps protect development gains and ensure that development is resilient.

· DRM is a subject that finds support across the board. It is in the interest of all countries in making progress in this area (also developed countries struggling with large disasters). 
· It is therefore logical to integrate a DRM target in goal 17.

4. Why a reference of HFA2 in Mol?

· Parallel to the Post-2015 Development Agenda, a new global framework for disaster risk reduction is elaborated (Hyogo Framework for Action 2). The Framework will be adopted before the Post-2015 negotiations will conclude.

· This framework will be an important implementing tool to achieve a risk-informed sustainable development. 

· A clear reference to the HFA2 in the goal on MoI is needed to ensure that the SDG framework and the HFA2 are coherent and reinforce each other.

5. What are the key elements of this addition?

· Highlight holistic risk management and risk sensitive investment 

· Link SDG to HFA2 

6. Relation to other DRR efforts in the SDG process 

· Targets around DRR/DRM are currently present in six proposed goals, and form seven out of around 140 targets, but they are either bottom or second bottom targets in these lists (exception: climate target, which is controversial). This means that it is not guaranteed that DRR/DRM finds its merited place in the SDGs.

· There are also ideas to add a target in the proposed goal 17 on official development aid to highlight that comprehensive risk management/resilience building is required to reduce humanitarian need over time. This proposal would be a way to bridge SDGs and humanitarian action, but is limited in scope.
